About Felix Martinez:

Felix Martinez was a teacher in Pasadena ISD who in his last years of service worked as a coordinator for Houston ISD’s Multilingual Programs Department.  He came from a modest Mexican-American family, learned English as a Second Language and was very active in professional organizations.  He died in the late 80’s, while still a young man. Today, in honor of Felix Martinez’s achievements, HAABE offers scholarships to high school seniors to encourage them to higher education and the pursuit of a successful life no matter their beginnings.
